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Government College Ropar is an educational institution of Punjab which came into being on 6th June 

1945 due to the efforts of SardarBaldev Singh Dumna, the first Defense Minister of independent India. 

This institution is making its significant contribution in imparting higher education not only to the 

students of Ropar district but also to the students of neighboring districts. Adopting the objective 

symbol of Will to Seek and sticking to the slogan 'Shubh Karman TeKabhun Na Troon', the college is 

proactively working in the field of co-curricular activities, sports, social service, national consciousness 

and human harmony.

Academic Year:
