To the Principals/Directors of all Colleges/Constituent Colleges affiliated to the University 

Subject: Important points/instructions related to admissions to Group Colleges/ Constituent Colleges 
affiliated to the University during the session 2023-24. 

Regarding the above subject, you are hereby informed that the important points/instructions related to 
the admission schedule during the session 2022-23 are as follows: 

A. It is mandatory to apply for revaluation within 14 days from the date of declaration of result from 
session 2023-24. 

B. Internal assessment of students and application of awards online will be processed by Controller 
(Examinations). 

C. Action regarding fixing the last date for filling the examination form will be done by the Controller 
(Examinations). 

If any student is pursuing a course/degree through distance education and wants to take 
admission in the college then they can take admission after getting no objection certificate from 
distance education department and similarly if a regular student of the college distance education 
department If he wants to pursue a course/degree through the college, he can take admission only after 
getting the certificate without any objection from the college. It will be the responsibility of the 
concerned institute/college to check their eligibility conditions. Such students (semester system only) 
will not have to pass any deficient paper in case the syllabus is equal/equal but if the syllabus is not 
same then deficient paper will have to be passed. 

1. Students re-appearing out of 10+2 from session 2023-24 will not be allowed admission in any 
class, but students who pass re-appearance by the prescribed dates may be admitted as per merit 
subject to the approval of According to the said date, it will be mandatory to take it from the concerned 
officer. If a college admits an ineligible student in any class, the admission of such ineligible students will 
not be granted under any circumstances. The fee will not be refunded/adjusted and the college will be 
fined Rs.50,000/- per student. In case of cancellation of admission of the student, there is a court case, 
then the entire responsibility will be of the college/management. 



2. An elective subject in BA Semester (1st) shall be subject to change at college level within four 
weeks from the date of admission. After this, there will be no approval to change the subject in any 
semester of BA and no case of changing the subject will be considered by the university. 

3. (i) Cases of Punjabi Compulsory (Basic Knowledge) replacing Punjabi Compulsory of students, 

Entry points of students must be sent at the time of admission. Punjabi to studentsPermission to 
read/examine the subject of Punjabi Compulsory (Basic Knowledge) instead of (Compulsory).It will be 
given according to the conditions mentioned in the ordinance, that is, those students who have 
matriculatedPassed from a school/board located in another state outside Punjab and not a Punjabi 
subjecthave read, permission to study the subject of Punjabi compulsory (basic knowledge) instead of 
Punjabi mandatorycan be given Apart from this Army Persons/Para Military Personnel (Retired or 
Empbe in) in lieu of affidavit in cases of children of only being in the Army or being retiredAfter giving 
the proof, read the subject of Punjabi compulsory (basic knowledge) instead of Punjabi 
mandatoryApproval may be given. Incomplete cases will not be considered. In addition to some, 
collegesPunjabi Compulsory (Basic Knowledge) instead of Punjabi Compulsory sent by the office for 
approval 

The cases are not checked at the college level and sent, that is, the students who have taken Punjabi as 
a compulsory subject 

Those cases that are read are also sent with the cases of other students, due to which such 

A situation of confusion arises regarding the cases. Before sending any case to the office by the colleges 

It should be sent only after checking well at the college level. 

(II) Students who after migrating from another university take admission in any course in the colleges 
affiliated to Punjabi University, Patiala, information/acceptance of defiant papers of such students in 
complete form by the colleges (Syllabus and certificates of both universities). including copies) must be 
sent. If deficient by the college. If the roll number is issued to the student without taking approval from 
the university regarding the papers, appropriate action and penalty will be taken against the college. 
Colleges are instructed to send these cases with required attested documents only, incomplete cases 
will not be considered. Regarding the cases of defiant papers, fill the proforma according to the 
following columns and send the sagvetti attached to the case:

Cases of acceptance of Punjabi Compulsory (Elementary Knowledge) instead of Punjabi Compulsory if 
received after passing of all prescribed dates Rs.10,000/- (per student) (Rs. 2 lakh in case of more than 
20 students) penalty amount 20,000/- (per student) will be charged from the college and in cases of 
deficient paper information, if the case is received after the specified dates. Apart from this, there will 
be a penalty amount of Rs.20,000/- (per student) in cases received after the prescribed dates of 
admission regularization etc. 

4. Those students who get government jobs in the last semester under the semester system and the last 
year courses under the annual system, then those students will be approved after receiving the fee and 
a copy of the student's appointment letter under the following conditions:-  

(a .) in final semester courses under semester system and final year courses under annual systemThose 
students who get government jobs, those students are regular in the examExemption will be given in 
lectures for appearing as 

(b.) Such students will be charged a fee of Rs.10,000/- (per student) for appearing in the examination as 
a special case. 

(c.) Such students will have to take prior approval from the concerned department as per the conditions 
mentioned in the appointment letter to appear in the final semester examination under the semester 
system and the final year examination under the annual system. 

(d.) The students of the courses which have practicals shall consult the principal of the college to 
arrange practicals in extra time or on holidays. Apart from this, the responsibility of sending the internal 
assessment of the courses in which there is provision of internal assessment will also be the 
responsibility of the principal of the concerned college. 

(c.) This facility is only for final semester courses under semester system and final year courses under 
annual system. If the cases of students with more than one semester and year are not sent to the 
college section for approval, these students will not be given approval. 

5. Colleges will only admit/migrate students studying those courses/subjects whoare taught at the 
respective college. Sometimes colleges set rules for studentsOn the contrary, admission to different 
courses and subjects/practical subjects are given for study, due to whichA problem arises for the 
students and the university. Students in such casesEntry will not be allowed under any circumstances. 

6. Students who have passed 10+2 examination Punjab School Education Board, Mohali, Board of 
SchoolEducation, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh Board of School Education, CBSE Board andICSE Have 
passed from the boards, except 10+2 and graduation exam from other statesIf passed then from the 



registration branch before admitting such students to the collegeEligibility certificate must be obtained. 
Done without obtaining Eligibility CertificateAdmissions will not be approved by the university under any 
circumstances.is clarifiedThat the responsibility of checking the eligibility of regular students will be of 
the concerned college. EligibilityContact/letter to Deputy Registrar (Registration) for any 
clarification/information regardingbe treated 

7. If any new college is granted affiliation or a new course/subject is started in the respective colleges 
then 10 days period will be allowed without late fee and thereafter with late fee due as per schedule. It 
is also clarified that if the date for filling the return and examination form of a course/class has passed, 
such colleges will be required to submit the return/examination form of those courses/classes within 
three working days without late fee and any late fees thereafter. Deposit with fee will be mandatory. 

It is clear here that if a course/subject is approved after the schedule of admissions, then further action 
will be taken only after the college completes/undertakes the lectures of the students admitted in that 
course/subject. 

8. Admissions will be made as per the notification issued by the Punjab Government regarding 
admissions to Education/Physical Education/B.Ed./B.P.Ed./Law course or any other course. Regarding 
the admissions to be made on the basis of the notification issued by the Punjab Government, after the 
closure of the counseling by the Punjab Government/Coordinator, the colleges are asked to fill the 
vacant seats and admissions in the respective courses at their own level. For this, the admission will be 
approved by the university with the late fee. 

9. Only this schedule prescribed by the University will be applicable for MA (Education) admissions. Only 
in case of students applying for more than 25 seats allotted for MA (Education), the lowest ranked 
university representative will be appointed. Admissions will be made on the basis of merit. 

10. LIST OF STUDENTS FOR ADMISSION WITH LATE FEE AND APPROVED TO READ/GIVE PUNJABI 
COMPULSORY (ELEMENTARY KNOWLEDGE) EXAMINATION (ONLY LIST IN CASES OF ELEMENTARY 
KNOWLEDGE) COLLEGE SECTION E-MAIL ID (pup.collegesection@pbi.ac.in )kedesti hi lagnabhiuregi. 
Entries will not be approved even after the date. In case of Punjabi Compulsory (Basic 
Knowledge)/Deficient Papers only the date of receipt of hard copy at the University will be considered 
as late fee. There will be no exemption from late fee based on the date of sending the soft copy by the 
college. 

11. It will be the responsibility of the concerned college to check the eligibility of regular students. For 
any clarification regarding eligibility, the Deputy Registrar (Registration) should be 
contacted/corresponded to. 

12. Even semester admissions will be done by the colleges at their own level i.e. such cases will not be 
sent to the university for approval and in case of gap period of the student in such cases, taking 
necessary evidence/self declaration/eligibility/time limit check will be the responsibility of the college. 
Apart from this, if the student is not able to appear in the examination of one semester, then the 
permission to give the examination in the next semester/session will be processed by the colleges after 



fulfilling the attendance/eligibility conditions of the student at their level. But if the registration return 
of the student is not received at the University then this approval will not be given. 

13. According to the rules of the Punjab Government, the colleges are instructed to upload the data of 
the college on the AISHE Portal and for the information/information requested by the UGC/Punjab 
Government on time, if the colleges do not upload the data by the specified date. If the requested 
information/information is not sent, action will be taken to cancel the affiliation/impose a penalty on 
such colleges. 

14. Colleges are instructed to timely deposit the entry fee payable to the host college by the colleges 
affiliated to the university participating in the inter-college regional youth fairs. 

15. According to the instructions of the Punjab Government, nodal officers are often appointed by the 
colleges under the Right-to-Service Act to redress the grievances of the students at various colleges 
related to the university and contact the nodal officer appointed at the Punjabi University for redressal 
of the grievances of these students. By taking further action in this regard, due action would have been 
taken by many colleges by not appointing nodal officers as per rules. In this regard, the colleges are 
instructed to ensure compliance with the rules. 

16. Information/information regarding the number of students enrolled in various courses in the 
colleges affiliated to the University is sought from time to time by various agencies/Punjab Government. 
Colleges are instructed that after the closing of admissions, the information/information of the number 
of students admitted in various courses must be sent to the college section through e-mail 
pup.collegesection@gmail.com. This information should be sent as follows:-

17. Many students are issued roll numbers without checking their eligibility and later their results are 
withheld. Colleges send the cases of such students to the last year of the class. To stop this practice, the 
colleges are strictly instructed not to admit the student without checking the eligibility. 

18. Some such cases are also received by the College Section, in which students migrate from other 
universities and get admission in colleges affiliated to the University. In such cases students are required 
to pass the deficient paper (if any). But the examination branch/colleges issue roll numbers to these 
students without deficient papers and when the results of the students stop after passing all the 
semesters, cases are sent regarding the approval of the deficient papers of the students, due to which 
many A problem/legal confusion arises. Colleges are strictly instructed to issue roll numbers to such 
students only after following the prescribed rules. 

19. Colleges are instructed not to send any admission case to the College Section after the prescribed 
admission schedule for courses for which admissions are conducted by the Central Admission 
Agency/Punjab Government as such admissions are not done by the University. 



20. Colleges are instructed that the admissions of the students in the college should be done as per the 
scheduled schedule but their fees shall be remitted only on the next working day through RTGS mode 
after the scheduled date. 

21. In continuation of letter No: 10015-115 dated 26/7/10 issued by the office, it is again clarified that 
out of the seats reserved for various courses, only five seats will be reserved for top class players. There 
will be no increase in reserved seats. 

22. In continuation of letter No:8096-8244 dated 15/7/08 issued by the office, colleges will be permitted 
to increase 15% seats at their level only in courses having seats fixed by the University (except Central 
Agency). It is clarified that this rule by the Central AgencyNot applicable to courses with fixed seats. 

23. Lottery of admission fees by some colleges when transfer (to university account) is madeIf so, by 
submitting it along with other fees like registration return or examination fee etcThe report is sent, (the 
amount is quite high and in multiple RTGS numbers) whichIt is not clear from which is the RTGS number 
of late admission fee. So late entriesThe fee should be RTGS/Transfered separately from other fees so 
that such late admissionsDifficulties should not arise at the time of approval.
